The HCSO will not tolerate sexual abuse
or sexual harassment.



PREA

The Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) is a federal law 
established to address the elimination and prevention 
of sexual assault and rape in correctional facilities. 
PREA is applicable to all federal, state, and local prisons, 
jails, police lock-ups, private facilities, and community 
settings, including correctional facilities.

The Harris County Sheriff’s Office has established a 
policy to adhere to all PREA guidelines. The agency 
aims to prevent sexual misconduct through education, 
prevention efforts, and thorough investigations.  

A zero-tolerance policy is in effect when it comes to 
sexual misconduct. The Harris County Sheriff’s Office 
does not tolerate sexual abuse of inmates by staff, 
volunteers, contractors, or anyone else responsible for 
their care, custody, or control. 

HOW TO REPORT PREA INCIDENTS

If you or someone you know has been a victim of sexual abuse or sexual harassment at any of the Harris County Jail facilities, 
report it immediately. Multiple avenues are available for you to report an outcry.

The Harris County Sheriff’s Office strives to provide YOU with relevant information and support services.

WHAT IS SEXUAL ABUSE?

Abuse by another inmate or an employee, contractor, or 
volunteer when the victim does not consent and is coerced 
into such act by overt or implied threats of violence, or is 
unable to consent or refuse.

SEXUAL ABUSE BY ANOTHER INMATE 
OR STAFF MEMBER

Forced or coerced sexual intercourse or sexual contact 
when the victim does not consent or is unable to consent or 
refuse. This can involve using physical force, intimidation, 
bullying, and actual use of physical violence.

WHAT IS SEXUAL HARASSMENT?

Repeated and unwelcomed sexual advances, 
requests for sexual favors, or verbal comments, 
gestures, or actions of a derogatory or offensive 
sexual nature by one inmate, detainee, or resident 
directed toward another.

Repeated verbal comments or gestures of a sexual 
nature to an inmate, detainee, or resident by an 
employee, contractor, or volunteer, including 
demeaning references to gender, sexually suggestive 
or derogatory comments about body or clothing, or 
obscene language or gestures.
